Dear Judge Martinez;

As the Court is aware, a settlement conference has been scheduled in this matter before Your Honor on March 6, 2009, at 1:00 p.m. and the Plaintiff has asked to postpone that conference.  The Plaintiff has represented to the Court that “scheduling issues” affect the “Microsoft representative” who can make decisions in this case.

On February 10 of this year I was able for the first time to access the Court’s documents, including all scheduling and deadlines, with the help of JoAnn Walker who identified herself as an aid to the Court.  Before then I had only seen documents sent by opposing counsel.
In my mind this conference is the first time I might hear the specifics of the accusations against me, and be able to clear up my actions with regard to Microsoft’s investigator or investigators who allegedly witnessed my wrongful acts.  By postponing the conference we are postponing the entire case, not just one meeting.
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I propose, therefore, that should the Court grant the Plaintiff’s request, the entire calendar should be rescheduled to allow for a preparation of a defense to as yet unspecific accusations.  

To accommodate the Plaintiff it is only fair, I believe, that all scheduled events of this case be postponed according to the Plaintiff’s “scheduling issues”.  I believe it would be unfair to postpone such an important meeting and then impose deadlines already set.
Alternatively, it seems also fair to me, that the Plaintiff could supply me with specific information about the investigator or investigators who were sent to my place of business, and what he/she/they reported.  In that way I might also be able to prepare a defense to specific allegations in a timely fashion.
